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Using iOS

The Apple iPad ® does not have a mouse and a keyboard, like you are used on a PC. Also, the iPad does not have an application Menu bar, like applications on a PC.
Instead, popup menus are used to offer of functions that would otherwise be available through keyboard keys and the Menu bar.

The touchscreen of the iPad offers several possibilities that are not available on a PC, called gestures.
Examples of these gestures, used in Complete Dynamics, are:

o Swipe. Place your finger on the screen, and swipe it left, right, up, or down. Often used to turn pages in a book.
Also used to scroll contents that is too large to fit on the screen.

o Pinch. Place two fingers on the screen, then move them towards or away from each other. Used in the Book module to make the text smaller or larger.

Sharing cases between your iPad and your PC works slightly different than between two PCs, because copying files to and from your iPad requires the use if the iTunes
application on your PC. You will find a special section on this under Case module, case sharing.

Device orientation

You can hold your iPad in two different positions, called landscape and portrait orientation. The Complete Dynamics application will automatically adjust the way it shows you
information, according to the way you hold your iPad.

All pictures in this manual are made with the iPad in landscape orientation.
1t is up to you to discover how everything looks when you change the position, and decide for yourself what is most convenient for you.

Speed and memory
The iPad is not a large computer like a real PC, with almost unlimited speed and memory.
Since Complete Dynamics is a very complex and large program, this imposes some restrictions on the iPad version. If you understand these restrictions, they should not be a
problem to you.
The Complete Repertory contains almost 250,000 rubrics, holding 2,500,000 remedy entries!
To search for specific information in the Find module, all this information needs to be compared. To make this more efficient, the program tries to keep as much information in
memory as possible. When the information is not in memory, it needs to be read from the database.

The first time you do a find, you may notice that searching can be relatively slow. But the next find is considerable faster, often just a few seconds (depending on the complexity
of your query), because the rubrics and remedies are already in memory.

More than 1 program
You typically use more than 1 program on your iPad. All these programs need to run using the limited memory of the iPad.
When there is not enough memory for all programs, the iPad asks the programs to free memory. When this happens, Complete Dynamics frees as much memory as it can.
Consequently, the next Find might again take more time.
While you work with one program, the other programs do nothing. During this time, when memory becomes too limited, the iPad will simply end other programs without a
warning. This is not like it is done on PCs, but this is the way the iPad software was designed.
When ending a program, the iPad prefers to end larger programs. In most cases, this will be Complete Dynamics, because it is not just a small game program.
This implies that when you work with another program, Complete Dynamics can silently be ended, and the next time you select it has to start all over again.
To prevent being killed unexpected, Complete Dynamics frees as much memory as possible when you switch to another application.
When you switch back, it will again read the information it had previously freed.
This is best noticeable in the Find module and the Reverse Materia Medica. These modules are much faster when all texts and remedies are already in memory.
The status of the memory is shown in the toolbar:
@ All rubric names and remedies are in memory. Searching will be fast now.
@ Some essential information is not read yet. Searching will have to wait a few moments.
@ Rubric names are in memory, but the remedies are not. Searching for text will be fast. Searching for remedies can be slow.

@ Rubric names are not read yet. Searching can be slow.

The iPad forced to free memory. Searching can be slow.
Reading information has been stopped, click the button to restart reading.

You can enable and disable the memory freeing with a Preferences setting.

Saving your data

Because the program can silently be killed by the iPad at any time, it attempts to save your case data at appropriate moments.
Your case data is saved automatically when:

® you do nothing for a few seconds;

® you switch to another application;
® an open case is closed.

Tips for optimal performance
Complete Dynamics will perform best if you:

® do not switch to other programs, except when you need them;
o close all applications that you are not really using.

It will help you to understand what the restrictions are.

Especially when working off-line, it might happen that changes to the same case are made on different devices before a connection to the Cloud Server is reestablished.
Normally, that would rarely pose a problem.

The information in a case is built up of several independent elements:

The information about the patient.
The information about the case.
Each analysis.

o FEach remedy prescription.

You can make changes to one of these elements, and changes to another element on another device.

But if for instance you change the same analysis on two devices, only the last change will be saved.

If you change one analyis on one device, and another analysis on another device, that will not be a problem.

Or if you add a remedy prescription on one device, and another remedy prescription on another device, that will not be a problem.

Backups
The cases stored on the Cloud Server are a copy of the cases on your device. The original data is on your device.

You are always responsible yourself for making backups of your computer.

Synchronizing cases between iPad and PC

Synchronizing cases between your iPad and your PC uses exactly the same mechanism as synchronizing between multiple PCs. The difference lies in the way that the export files

are moved to and from the iPad.

Between two PCs, your can for instance use a USB stick to transfer the file. For your iPad, transferring files is done using the iTunes application on your PC.

In iTunes, files can be copied to and from Complete Dynamics on your iPad.
To do this, select your iPad in iTunes, and open the section Apps. Below the list of Apps, you will see a list of Apps that allow Files sharing. You should see Complete Dynamics

in that list. Select the Complete Dynamics App by clicking on it. On the right side of the App, there is an area where you can add or delete files. A case export file created on

your iPad will be found there and can be copied to your PC to be imported there. An export file created on your PC can be added here, and will then be available for import on

your iPad.

On the iPad, the popup menu with the options desrcibed in the next sections, can be opened in the Case module, on the left side of the screen.

Examples of grouping

Crossing of rubrics can be useful when there is no rubric in the repertory that exactly describes a patient's symptom, but only more generic rubrics.

For example, the patient tells you that during fever he has anxiety in bed in the morning. The repertory does not have a rubric Mind, anxiety; morning; bed, in; fever, during. But
instead of this, there are two more generic rubrics Mind,; anxiety;, morning; bed, in and Mind; anxiety; fever heat; during. By crossing those two rubrics, a new grouped rubric is
created containing only the remedies that occur in both rubrics.

Combining rubrics can be useful when the patient has a symptom that is not found exactly, but can be found under more specific symptoms.

For example a desire for pizza. Why is it that the patient likes pizza? Maybe it is the dough (farinaceous food), tomatoes, salami, anchovies, cheese, or olives. It can be useful to

combine a number of such specific rubrics into a new rubric, without disturbing the analysis formulas by adding lots of specific rubrics that don't really matter in comparison to

the patient's chief complaints.

When classification of Symptoms or Rubrics is used in an analysis, the remedies for each analysis are automatically filtered. This filtering is done in accordance with the
information found in Hahnemann's writings.

For Psora, the remedies are: all minerals and nosodes, plus Lach, Lyc, Sep, but excluding Merc.

For Incident, Acute Miasmatic, Epidemic, the remedies are: all plants and animals, plus Merc, Ars, Ant-c.

For latrogenic, the remedies are those found in rubrics Intoxication after medicaments, and Ailments from vaccination.
For Inherited tendency, the remedies are: all nosodes.
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For the other groups, all remedies are shown.

Multiple Views

You now know how to create an analysis. You also know how to fine-tune the analysis, based upon your interpretation of the symptoms in this particular case.
You may have assigned weights to symptoms or rubrics. You may have assigned classifications to them. You have selected an analysis formula to weigh the importance of the
remedies for the rubrics used. And maybe you have filtered the results on a given remedy kingdom.

All these settings have helped you obtain the best analysis result, based upon your interpretation of the case.
But it is your interpretation, your view on the patient's symptoms. These symptoms are invariable, they are the observed facts that you have collected. No matter what opinion
you might have, the observed symptoms are the reality you have to work with. (Organon §18)

However, you might consider looking at these same symptoms from a different perspective, with a different view, interpret them in a different way. You can of course change all
the settings of the analysis and see what happens. But then your original analysis has changed, and to see it again you must change back all the settings you modified.

To enable you to modify the settings of your analysis, without losing the original settings, we have created Multiple Views.
What is an Analysis View?
An Analysis View is the total of all the settings you can apply to an analysis.

When you select a rubric in the Book module, the Jump to field automatically fills in the short text for that rubric for you. This way, it is easy to find related rubrics.

For every part of the rubric name, at least 3 characters are used. Often 1 or 2 can be enough, but then the text should become highly unreadable.
When 3 characters are not enough, more characters are used to distinguish the rubric from other rubrics.
